Access to these resources is available free of charge to members of the Institute.  The Institute is able to offer to members, for a reasonable charge, the use of accommodation, surveying and photographic equipment, and vehicles.  

The Institute encourages as wide a scope of high-quality research as can be supported with its financial, practical and administrative assistance.  Since 2005 the Institute has supported a small number of thematically focused research programmes known as Strategic Research Initiatives: The Settlement History of Anatolia; the British Academy Black Sea Initiative; The Frontiers of the Ottoman World; and The Climate History of Anatolia and the Black Sea.  

Support is available through a suite of study grants, travel grants, fieldwork grants, scholarships and fellowships to assist the career development of younger scholars.

In addition, the Institute supports a number of conferences, workshops and lectures annually, a publication programme, and a range of educational and outreach activities.

Subscription to the Institute costs £35 per annum (£17.50 for students and those who are unwaged).
